FROM THE RABBI   

 

The holiday of Passover commemorates the liberation of the Israelites from Egyptian slav-

ery more than 3,000 years ago.  It is a holiday which celebrates freedom. 

     Freedom is a universal theme.  As indicated by the recent protests and upheavals 

in various Arab countries, there are many people in the world today who lack the basic 

freedoms which we in the United States take for granted.  Oppression takes many forms.  There is eco-

nomic oppression, political oppression, religious oppression, racial oppression and gender oppression. 

     We live in a free country.  But with freedom comes responsibility.  Without responsibility, freedom can 

result in anarchy. 

     We have the freedom to carry on the traditions of our Jewish heritage or to abandon them.  The follow-

ing are some of the decisions we have to make regarding the forthcoming holiday of Passover: 

     Shall we attend the community Seder with our extended Temple Shalom family on Monday evening, 

April 18, or shall we make our own private Seder or attend no Seder at all? 

     Shall we observe the tradition  of refraining from eating chametz ( leavened breads, bagels, rolls, ce-

reals, cakes, cookies, etc. )  during the entire Passover holiday ( Monday evening, April 18, through Mon-

day evening, April 25 )  which has been observed for over 3,000 years or should  we feel we are under no 

obligation to observe this practice? 

     Shall we attend Passover services at 10:30 A.M. on Monday, April 25, which includes Yizkor in mem-

ory of departed loved ones, or should we feel that we have no responsibility to attend this service and 

honor the memory of departed loved ones? 

     The choices are ours.  We have the freedom to observe or not to observe.  We have the freedom to 

attend or not to attend.  But the choices we make define who we are.
