FROM THE RABBI   
 

This year, the holiday of Chanukah begins on Tuesday evening, December 

20th.  Chanukah is a very popular holiday among Jews.  Although the 
story of Chanukah does not appear in the Jewish Bible and it was initially 

considered a minor holiday, many Jews who rarely, if ever, attend syna-

gogue services or observe Jewish rituals and traditions are diligent about 

lighting their menorahs during each of the eight nights of Chanukah.  Perhaps this is 
because Jews want something to celebrate at the time of the year when many of our 

Christian neighbors are observing the holiday of Christmas. 

     The story of Chanukah is about the struggle for religious freedom.  Over 2,000 

years ago, in the Second Century B.C.E. , a Syrian tyrant by the name of Antiochus 

sought to wipe out Judaism and force the Jewish people to  observe the religious 
practices of Greek culture.  A small band of zealots known as the Maccabees rebelled 

and, in a conflict which lasted for three years, were successful in defeating the forces 

of King Antiochus.  They restored and rededicated the Jerusalem temple and pre-

served the practices of Judaism. 
     The Maccabees risked their lives so that Judaism would be preserved.  Although 

vastly outnumbered by the armed forces of Antiochus, they were successful in insur-

ing the continuance of the Jewish way of life. 

     So when you light your Chanukah candles this year, remember the true signifi-
cance of the holiday.  Remember how much the Maccabees risked to preserve Juda-

ism.  Unfortunately, what the Maccabees risked their lives to save many of us are 

just voluntarily abandoning.  How often do we attend weekly Friday evening or Sat-

urday morning Shabbat services?  Do we ever attend a Succoth, a Simchat Torah or 
a Shavuot service?  Do we attend the temple's Chanukah and Purim celebra-

tions?  Do we try to learn more about Judaism by attending adult education classes? 

     Just as the Maccabees rededicated the temple in Jerusalem, perhaps we should 

think about rededicating our own lives to the practice of Judaism.

FROM THE PRESIDENT:   
A few weeks ago, I stopped at a food market on the way 
home from a meeting at Temple Shalom.  As I walked to the 
front door of the market, I happened to notice a woman 
curled up on the ground in an alcove.  She glanced up at me 
as she sat on the ground bundled up.  She looked afraid, as if 
she was scared I might tell the store about her “room for the 
night”.  Since I spent a good deal of my career working with a 
homeless group of people, she did not frighten me.  However 
I found myself shopping for food for her.  Although I went to 
the store for bread and apples,, I spend quite a bit on fresh 
fruit and food she could keep with her without fear of it spoiling.  When I came out of 
the store, she had pulled herself almost into the wall it seemed.  I gave her the bags 
of food and said I hoped she enjoyed the fruit.  
IT has been a long time since I came face to face with the homeless poor.  As a so-
cial worker, I am probably more aware of the issues the homeless face, but as a 
retired social worker, I have not done much to make the situation better. 
AT this time of year for some reason we seem to get ourselves together to give to 
charities for those less fortunate than ourselves.  However, these folks are poor 
YEAR ROUND.  As a temple, I hope we will be more proactive in  helping those less 
fortunate than  we are.  Many of our neighbors are struggling in ways we never 
thought possible in the United States.  I applaud Sisterhood for its annual donation to 
a local food bank.  I applaud those who regularly – or irregularly – put food in the 
boxes in the temple.  I suggest that we can do more!  Let’s be more a part of the 
community at large.  Most of us are wanderers from other parts of the country.  We 
are so fortunate to have each other.  Many of our less fortunate neighbors have no 
one to help them.  I hope we will increase our donations to the food bank boxes (dry 
and canned foods only please).  I am sure there are other opportunities for temple 
members to get involved in community projects.  If you have any suggestions, please 
bring them to me or to the board. 
Thank you to everyone who honored Rossi Reibman at the unveiling an lunch.  The 
family was very touched by how many members came out.  Many thanks to Hope 
Sachwald for great kitchen help.  It was a pleasure to work with Hope.
