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FROM THE RABBI    

 
There are many mitzvot (commandments) in the Bible which are conditional. They 
require a particular set circumstances to perform. Thus, in Exodus 23.4, we are told, 
ñIF you find your enemyôs ox or donkey wandering, you must take it back to him.ò 
Leviticus 19.9 states, ñWHEN you reap the harvest of your land, you shall not reap all 
the way to the edges of your fieldé.ò In Deuteronomy 22.8, we are told, ñWHEN you 
build a new house, you shall make a parapet for your roofé.ò 
     However, there is a positive commandment in the Bible which does not require a particular set 
of circumstances. We are instructed to be mindful of this commandment at all times. Psalm 34.15 
instructs us to ñseek peace and pursue it.ò 
     What does it mean to ñseek peace and pursue itò? 
     We should avoid abrasiveness and rudeness in our dealings with other human beings. We 
should try to build on areas of possible reconciliation rather than dwell on areas of disagreement. 
We cannot always agree with other people. But we have to maintain civility in our disagreements. 
Insulting and questioning the motives of others never solve problems. 
     When other people have grievances against each other, it is incumbent upon us not to inflame 
the fires of discord. Donôt throw fuel on the fire by goading people and by making them feel even 
angrier. Try to calm them down. Try to get them to see the other personôs point of view. There are 
very few situations in which one person is 100% in the right and the other person is 100% in the 
wrong. Emphasize points of agreement rather than points of disagreement. The commandment 
emphasizes that it is not enough just to ñseek peace,ò but also to ñpursue peace.ò 
     The Mishnah tells us that Mosesô brother, Aaron, had a reputation for loving and pursuing 
peace. What was Aaronôs way of reconciling people who had quarreled? To each he would go and 
say, ñYour friend feels terrible over your quarrel, and wants only to accept the blame for this dis-
pute.ò Thus, when the two met, they would embrace and make peace. He would do the same 
when there was a dispute between husband and wife. For this reason, Numbers 20.29 says that 
when he died, ñAll the house of Israel wept for Aaron.ò Everyone wept for him because he was the 
great peacemaker. When Moses died, Deuteronomy 34.8 tells us, ñThe sons of Israel wept for 
Moses.ò Only the men wept for Moses. Everybody wept for Aaron. 
     Everybody loves and appreciates the peacemaker.
