What did he/she mean?

Well, Orthodox Judaism is very concerned about the minute details of ritual observance and cannot
the concept of an evolving religion, of the need to change certain practices in response to changing cirq
stances. It believes a Revelation occurred at Mount Sinai and that it would be presumptuous for moder
try to change or adjust any part of that Revelation. But Orthodox Jews take their Judaism very seriously.
all-encompassing way of life.

Conservative Judaism accepts change. It believes that Judaism has and must change over the years in response to new cir-
cumstances and sensitivities. However, Conservative Judaism does have a code of acceptable practices formulated by the Corr
mittee on Law and Standards of the Rabbinical Assembly. According to the Conservative code, observing the laws of kashrut is
mandatory, it is forbidden to drive on Shabbat except to synagogue, it is a requirement that men don tefillin every weekday
morning, etc. Conservative Judaism is hazy because so many members of the movement do not adhere to these practices.

Reform Judaism has no official code of practices. According to the philosophy of the Reform movement, each Jew is free to
practice those parts of the tradition which he/she finds relevant and meaningful and reject parts of the tradition mehich are
longer relevant. The movement provides for a lot of freedom. So there is a lot of variation in the practices of Refoga-congre
tions and individual Reform Jews. There are many, many Reform Jews who take their Judaism very seriously and for whom it is
a very important part of their lives. However, Reform Judaism has been called lazy because so many of us are minimalists. Our
Judaism exists only at the periphery of our lives. So many of us attend services veryrrarelyen on the Yahrzeit of a de-

who attends a Messianic temple. The Messianic movement observes Shabbat and the Jewish holidays and studies Torah, but
contrary to authentic Jewish belief, accepts Jesus as the Messiah and as a divine being. The Messianic movement is really out-
side the purview of Judaism. Yet, the Messianics take Jewish practices very seriously. They study the Torah much more inten-
sively than most Jews. This man told me that the people in his congregation assemble in their temple on Saturdays for prayer,
study and a Shabbat meal and remain there for a Havdalah service at the conclusion of Shabbat.
