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FROM THE RABBI

In his book, The Lord is My Shepherd, Rabbi Harold Kushner writes that since the }
terrible events of September 11, 2001, people on the street and television interview-
ers often asked him, "Where was God? How could God let this happen?" Rabbi
Kushner's answer is that "God's promise was never that life would be fair. God's
promise was that, when we had to confront the unfairness of life, we would not have to do it alone
for God would be with us."

God cannot protect us from every misfortune that might befall us. Accidents occur; illness
strikes and loved ones pass away. But if we have faith in God, then we believe that we are not
alone in our suffering. God is with us in our pain. After losing his son in an accident, the Rever-
end William Sloan Coffin said that "God's was the first heart to break." In a world where human
cruelty and the laws of nature take their toll, God doesn't promise us happy endings. God doesn't
promise us that we will always be safe. But He does promise us that we will never be alone.

If we're anxious, God can give us courage to overcome our fears. If we're grieving, God can
give us comfort. If our lives are embittered by unpleasant people, God can help us deal with
them. If the world threatens to wear us down, God can help us replenish our souls. If we're ob-
sessed with what we lack, God can help us be grateful for what we have. If we're alone and adrift
in a friendless world, God can serve as our reassuring companion.

The philosopher, Martin Buber, referred to God as the Eternal Thou. Whatever pain we suffer
in our lives, a belief in God will prevent us from ever being alone. The world may be a frightening
place, but the fright is diminished if we know that God is with us. God may not calm the storm,
but God will calm our reaction to it.

We can't always control what happens to us, but a relationship with God can control how we
react to what happens to us. Knowing that there is a loving, caring God who is always with us,
who shares our joys as well as our sorrows, can give us an entirely different outlook on life. We're
not alone and drift less in a friendless world. For, as the 23rd Psalm tells us, "Thou art with me."
