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FROM THE RABBI    

 

The Hebrew word "mitzvah" is usually translated into English as a "good 

deed".  However, the word  "mitzvah" literally means "commandment".  Command-

ment and good deed don't mean the same thing.  A commandment  implies a 

sense of obligation, while a good deed is a voluntary act.  A good deed is meritori-

ous, but it is not something we are required to do.  Observing the commandments of Judaism will 

result in the performance of good deeds, but if we don't feel an obligation to perform good deeds, 

there are times when we will avoid doing them. 

     One of the problems plaguing Judaism today is that so many of us have lost the sense of 

commandment, the sense that a Jew has an obligation to do certain things.  And so we say, "If I 

feel like it, I'll make a shiva visit.  If I remember, I'll call someone who is ill.  If I get around to it, I'll 

send a donation.  I know the temple could use the funds and I know it's not going to cost me any-

thing extra  if I buy supermarket gift certificates from the temple, but I just can't get around to it.  If 

I have nothing else to do, I'll attend Friday evening services.  I know I might be needed for a min-

yan at Saturday morning services,  but I'd rather sit home and stare at the wall.  I know the tem-

ple  could use my support in attending its activities, but why should I bother?  I know the temple 

needs members to do things, but let someone else volunteer".  

     No movement, no organization can survive without members who feel a sense of responsibil-

ity, a sense of obligation.  This sense of obligation has to come from within.  We live in a free 

country.  We can participate or we can abstain from participation.  But the decisions we make de-

fine who we are.
