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FROM THE RABBI   
 
     Beginning on the second night of Passover, it is the Jewish tradition to count 
forty-nine days -seven weeks - and then the fiftieth day is the holiday of Shavuot. In 
Hebrew, this counting of days is known as S'firat Haomer - the counting of the 
Omer - and it connects the holiday of Passover with the holiday of Shavuot. The To-
rah prescribes Shavuot as a harvest festival, but Judaism also celebrates it as z'man matan Tor-
ateinu - the season of the giving of our Law - and in all branches of Judaism, the Ten Command-
ments are read from the Torah in the synagogue on Shavuot. Thus, the counting of the Omer con-
nects the holiday of Passover, which celebrates our liberation from Egyptian slavery, with the 
holiday of Shavuot, which commemorates the restrictions which must be placed on freedom in 
order for civilized society to exist. 
This year, Temple Shalom's Shavuot service will be held at 7:30 P.M. on Tuesday evening, June 7. 
The service will last for about an hour and will include the reading of the Ten Commandments 
from the Torah and Yizkor memorial prayers for departed loved ones. Since it is traditional to eat 
dairy foods on Shavuot, a DAIRY DESSERT BONANZA will be held following the service. We 
are inviting congregants to bring in a dairy dessert (either homemade or store-bought) for the 
DAIRY DESSERT BONANZA. The following are some possibilities: cheese blintzes, cheese 
cake, cream puffs, sour cream cake, Boston cream pie, whipped cream pie, ice cream, etc. If you 
would like to volunteer to bring a dairy dessert, just let me know by Thursday, June 2, what you 
plan to bring. 
Why are dairy foods eaten on Shavuot? There is really no definitive answer, but here are some 
possibilities: 1) The Torah and the Ten Commandments are like milk and honey. 2) After receiv-
ing the Ten Commandments at Mount Sinai, the Israelites didn't want to waste a lot of time pre-
paring a meat meal, which involved slaughtering an animal and cooking the meat. So they ate 
dairy. 3) The Israelites didn't want to be reminded of the golden calf and the subsequent breaking 
of the first tablets containing the Ten Commandments by Moses..  
Remember to come at 7:30 P.M. on Tuesday evening, June 7. It should be a very enjoyable eve-
ning. I hope to see you there.
