FROM THE RABBI    
 
Life consists of contrasts.  There are times of joy and there are times of sorrow.  There are times for 
seriousness and times for hilarity.  And so it is in Judaism.  The somber mood of a holiday like Yom 
Kippur contrasts with the lightheartedness associated with the holiday of Purim.  In many ways, the 
holiday of Purim is a spoof.  In fact, if one wishes to speak negatively about a rabbi, the rabbi can be 
referred to as a "Purim rabbi."  A "Purim rabbi" is a clergyman whom no one takes seriously.  A 
"Purim rabbi" is a joke. 
     Purim is one of the happiest holidays on the Jewish calendar.  It occurs on the fourteenth day  of the Hebrew month 
of Adar.  In a Jewish leap year, as is the current year, when there are two succeeding months of Adar, Purim occurs in 
the second Adar.  The holiday commemorates the deliverance of Persian Jewry from their intended destruction by Ha-
man (boo!), the chief minister of King Achashveirosh, husband of beautiful Queen Esther.  The story is related in the 
biblical Book of Esther, which is traditionally chanted from a scroll (megillah). 
     On Purim, we are commanded to be charitable to everyone, even to beggars whose request for charity we have 
reason to believe is bogus.  Another Purim tradition is to send mishloach manot (gifts of food and drink) to other 
Jews.  The minimum gift is two portions of different foods;  they must require no preparation, but be ready to eat. 
     In the past, our Purim Celebration has been held in the evening.  But this year, OUR PURIM CELEBRATION WILL 
BEGIN AT 11:00 A.M. ON SUNDAY MORNING, MARCH 20, with the singing of Purim songs and the reading of 
the Book of Esther in English by members of the congregation.  If you would like a reading part, let me know as soon 
as possible.  Parts will be assigned on a first come-first served basis.  Congregants will make noise with gragers and 
stamp their feet when the name of the villain, Haman, is mentioned.  Although it is not a requirement, congregants are 
encouraged to come in costume.  Of course, Mary and I will be wearing special attire as befits the occasion.  Everyone 
wearing a costume will be given due recognition.  Following the program, a complimentary lunch and hamantashen 
will be served. 
     Admission is free, but you must make an ADVANCE RESERVATION  NO LATER THAN WED., MARCH 9, so we 
know how many people will be attending.  To make a reservation,  let me know  personally or call 843-234-0494 or 
send an e-mail to dweissman@msn.com.  Be sure to state how many people will be in your party. 
     We need sponsors to help pay for the food and refreshments.  If you would like to volunteer to serve as a sponsor 
for the Purim Celebration, make out a check to Temple Shalom for $25 and write "Purim" in the "Memo" section on the 
check.
