Sometimes economic necessity requires us to engage in a particular occupa-
tion. Our work doesn't and didn't necessarily reflect our inner attitude and outlook.

But what we do when we are free from work, or retired from work, says a lot about
us. What we do in those hours when we, and we alone, can choose and determine how to
fill them, speaks volumes about the kind of people we are.

Judge yourself. How worthwhile are your leisure time activities? When your life is
over, how will you be remembered?How many times in your life did you extend a help-
ing hand to someone in need™Mow much time did you spend with your family? How
much time did you devote to improving your community? How much time did you de-
vote to Jewish causes™How much time did you devote to learning about your Jewish
heritage? How much time did you spend interacting with other people?Did you try to
grow emotionally and spiritually as a person?

Did you spend most of your leisure time just sitting aimlessly in front of a television
set? Did you spend most of your time mocking and finding things wrong with other peo-
ple?

Be honest. If you were called upon to give the eulogy at your own funeral, what would
you say about yourself?
