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FROM THE RABBI 
 The Chasidic figure, Leib, son of Sarah, was a student of the Maggid of Mazerich.  Leib 

once said about his teacher: òI came to my teacher, the great Maggid of Mezeritch, not to 

listen to discourses, nor to learn from is wisdom; I came to watch him tie his shoelaces.ó 

 What this statement tells us is that the true measure of a person can be found not in 

what he says or in the principles he verbally expounds, but in the way he acts.  Even the 

smallest details of how a person performs the everyday mundane tasks of life tell a lot about 

who he really is.  

 Everybody talks a good line.  Everybody, at least on a philosophical level, will say that he 

believes in being charitable and kind.  Everybody, in principle, believes in being sensitive to 

the feelings of others.  Everybody will listen to  a sermon on the importance of being com-

passionate and forgiving and, in principle, will agree.  

 But it is when we have to transform the principle into concrete action that we often fal-

ter.  We find it very difficult to evaluate the consequences of our actions.  We are so 

wrapped up in ourselves that we fail to realize the effect the things we say or write have on 

others.   

 And so we should judge ourselves not by what we say, but by what we do and how we 

act.  Are we only interested in ourselves?  Are we only concerned about what is best for us 

and not others?  Are we quick to lose our cool and say or write things to others which are 

insulting and demeaning?  Do we expound the importance of generosity, but act in a 

mean -spirited manner?  Do we have high expectations for others, but low expectations for 

ourselves?  Are we always takers, but never givers?  Do we constantly question the motives 

of other people, but never question  our own motives?  

 When I was a young boy, just prior to the holiday of Succot, my rabbi took me with him 

to the lower East Side of Manhattan in New York City to purchase a n etrog and lulav.  It 

was an area teeming with people and there were beggars on every street corner.  My 

rabbi was the spiritual leader of a poor synagogue and he ahd vey limited financial re-

sources.  Yet, he never passed a beggar without throwing a coin in the beggarõs cup.  I 

have not seen that in almost sixty years.  But what remains imbedded in my mind about him 

is not his scholarship, which was substantial, or his sermons, but how in his actions he showed 

compassion for fellow human beings.

Our rabbis taught the rule of Chanukkah: ... on the first day one [candle] is lit and thereafter they are  
progressively increased ... [because] we increase in sanctity but do not reduce. -Shabbat 21b,  
Babylonian Talmud 

 

Chanukkah is not a very important religious holiday. The holiday's religious significance is far less than 
that of Rosh Hashanah, Yom Kippur, Sukkot, Passover, and heardShavu'ot. It is roughly equivalent to 
Purim in significance, and you won't find many non-Jews who have even  of Purim! Chanukkah is not 
mentioned in Jewish scripture; the story is related in the book of Maccabees, which Jews do not accept 
as scripture. 

The only religious observance related to the holiday is the lighting of candles. The candles are arranged 
in a candelabrum called a menorah (or sometimes called a chanukkiah) 
that holds nine candles: one for each night, plus a shammus (servant) at 
a different height. On the first night, one candle is placed at the far right. 
The shammus candle is lit and three berakhot (blessings) are recited: 
l'hadlik neir (a general prayer over candles), she-asah nisim (a prayer 
thanking G-d for performing miracles for our ancestors at this time), and 
she-hekhianu (a general prayer thanking G-d for allowing us to reach 
this time of year).  After reciting the blessings, the first candle is then lit 
using the shammus candle, and the shammus candle is placed in its 
holder. The candles are allowed to burn out on their own after a mini-
mum of 1/2 hour. 

Each night, another candle is added from right to left (like the Hebrew 
language). Candles are lit from left to right (because you pay honor to the newer thing first). On the 
eighth night, all nine candles (the 8 Chanukkah candles and the shammus) are lit. See animation at right 
for the candlelighting procedure. On nights after the first, only the first two blessings are recited; the third 
blessing, she-hekhianu is only recited on the first night of holidays. 

Why the shammus candle? The Chanukkah candles are for pleasure only; we are not allowed to use 
them for any productive purpose. We keep an extra one around (the shammus), so that if we need to do 
something useful with a candle, we don't accidentally use the Chanukkah candles. The shammus candle 
is at a different height so that it is easily identified as the shammus.

Chanukkah, the Jewish festival of rededication, also known as the festival of lights, is an eight day festival be-

ginning on the 25th day of the Jewish month of Kislev . 

Chanukkah is probably one of the best known Jewish holidays, not because of any great religious signifi-
cance, but because of its proximity to Christmas. Many non-Jews (and even many assimilated Jews!) think of 
this holiday as the Jewish Christmas, adopting many of the Christmas customs, such as elaborate gift-giving 
and decoration. It is bitterly ironic that this holiday, which has its roots in a revolution against assimilation and 
the suppression of Jewish religion, has become the most assimilated, secular holiday on our calendar.
