Ammendment Change Passes
ARTICLE IX: BOARD (page 7) ( change):
The Board shall be composed of the President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, the immediate Past
President of the congregation, and a minimum of four (4) at large members in good standing. Additional
positions can be added to the Board as needs arise. Expansion of the Board shall require a 60% ap-
proval by a quorum of the Board. Upon approval of such expansion, the Board shall appoint the new
members; such approval requiring a simple majority by a quorum of the Board. New members by ex-
pansion shall serve until the end of the fiscal year (June 30 ™) in which the expansion took place  plus
one more year , at which time their special term shall end and they become eligible for election by the
congregation at the annual congregation meeting to become at large members in good standing.
Each at large Board member in good standing shall be elected for a term of two (2) years at an annual
meeting of the congregation. These two (2) year terms should initially be staggered to the extent possi-
ble, so that each year the congregation shall elect approximately one-half of the existing Board. The Board

entitled to vote.
