One of the Torah portions scheduled for this month 

is Chukat  (June 23), which includes the 20
th

 chapter of 
Numbers.  It includes a well -known story that makes 
me pause each year when I read it.  

 

The people are miserable in the desert without wa-
ter, and they complain to Moses.  (They seem to have 
complained every day of the 40 years.)  Moses ap-
peals to God, God tells Moses to order a rock at Meri-
bah to bring forth water.  Moses, finally succumbing 
to the constant bickering and complaining of the peo-
ple, gets angry , and mockingly asks the people , ñShall 

we bring water out of this rock ?ò  He then strikes the 
rock.  We know the rest of the story.  Water came forth 
from the rock.  But subsequently, Moses was pun-
ished by God for his actions by being denied access 
into the Land of Israel.  Moses intimated that his ac-
tion caused the miracle , not Godôs. 

 

Almost 50 years ago, I trekked through the Negev 
Desert with a guide.  It was hot, arid and unpleasant.  
We had to traverse large hills and sometimes deep 
sand.  We hiked around an extremely large rock hill, 
and there before us was a small pool of fresh water.

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waterfall following a rainstorm.  But there had been 
absolutely no rain.  I was standing at Meribah, the site 
of this ancient miracle.  Those of us who had labored 
so hard to reach that place stood in awe as we were 
informed that Israeli geologists had expended much 
labor but could not find a source for the water that 
flowed out of the rock.  

 

Throughout the years Iôve inquired of any new in-
formation on the waterôs source.  I found very few peo -
ple who wanted to talk about it, but those who did ad-
mitted that they hadnôt found the source ñyet.ò  It re-
mains a mystery.  

 

Did the miracle actually happen?  Or did our ances-
tors know about the rock and simply wrote the Moses 
story about it?  Over the years I have discovered that 
in conversations with Orthodox Jews, they usually 

smile and respond , ñOf course, the miracle occurred 
at Meribah .ò  And in conversations with Reform Jews, 
they usually respond that some day the source will be 
found.  

 

We Reform Jews have been weaned on skepticism.  
Sometimes we take our rationality so far , that we donôt 
allow ourselves to admit that some of the miraculous 
tales of our Bible might actually have happened.  Did 
they ?  I donôt know.  But I DO know that standing next 
to the water flowing from Meribah, I could never again 
read the incredible stories of the Bible without won-
dering -- is it possible?  I could never again discount 
the miraculous stories as fiction.
