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From the Vice Presidentôs Desk 
 

 Dear Members. 
 
February is one of the quiet months of the  
year, or so it seems. There are no major holi-
days or observances. One would assume itôs a 
good time to sit back and relax. WRONG! There 
is an observance we should all be aware of and 
take to heart, Tu BôShvat.  (Although, this year it 
occurred in January.) 
 
Tu BôShvat, Judaismôs version of Arbor Day, 
takes place 29 days before Purim and varies 
between the end of January and mid-February. 
Every 3rd year, according to many calendars, 
Tu BôShvat occurs 58 days before Purim. Tu 
BôShvat provides a lesson in sharing our mate-
rial blessings with G-d by sharing them with 
needy human beings. 
 
As I began the scary thought process of prepar-
ing my income tax returns, it dawned on me 
how similar this time frame is to Tu BôShvat, and 
how similar their meanings appear to be. Who 
could imagine a band of religious leaders, sym-
bolically choosing April 15-our own Income Tax 
Day-to make a festival for celebrating the rebirth 
of G-d. 
 
Yet that is exactly what the Kabbalists of Safed 
did in the 16th century when they recreated Tu 
BôShvat. Tu BôShvat, the full moon of midwinter, 
had been important only in Holy Temple days, 
during the second Temple period, in the calen-
dar of tithing. It marked the end of the ñfiscal 
yearò for trees. Fruit that appeared before that 

date was taxed for the previous year. 
 
The Talmud calls this legal date the ñNew Year 
for Trees.ò But the Kabbalists saw it as the New 
Year for the Tree of Life itselfðfor G-dôs own 
self. They created a special seder featuring four 
cups of wine (from a dark to a light wine) and 
four courses of fruit and nuts (symbolic o the 
foods of Israel), honoring the Kabbalistsô four 
worlds of Acting, Relating, Knowing, and Being; 
thus leading up to Being with the spirit of one-
self and G-d. 
 
Today we celebrate Tu BôShvat by planting 
trees and other meaningful plants. Is this action 
sufficient, or have we lost our way? Yes, trees 
represent Tu BôShvat. But what about the part 
that says we should be sharing our material 
blessings with the needy? Please remember the 
importance of reaching out and helping others, 
an act deeply rooted in Judaism. Following the 
path to G-d should never rest.

A recently-published book entitled, ñMother Teresa: Come Be My Light,ò contains letters written by 

Mother Teresa, the Nobel-prize winning missionary who spent four decades selflessly ministering to the 

masses of suffering human beings in Calcutta, India. The letters written by Mother Teresa reveal that 

although she is now one of the Catholic churchôs leading candidates for sainthood, Mother Teresa had 

real doubts about the existence of God. Among all the misery that she witnessed, Mother Teresa often 

failed to feel ñeven the slightest glimmerò of Godôs presence in the world. Heartbroken by all the suffer-

ing she witnessed daily, Mother Teresa wrote ñI am told God lives within me and yet the reality of dark-

ness and coldness and emptiness is so great that nothing touches my soul.ò Mother Teresa was a nun 

and she longed for God ñwith all the power of my soul - and yet between us there is a terrible separa-

tion.ò 
 

What should we make of Mother Teresaôs situation? Here was a woman, a Catholic nun and missionary 

who devoted her entire life to doing Godôs work by helping the downtrodden, and in her letters she re-

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veals that she had serious doubts about Godôs existence. 
 

I think we have to accept that it is very difficult for human beings to believe 100% of the time with abso-

lute certainty. Doubt is part of the human condition. The existence of God canôt be proved the way a sci-

entific proposition can be proved. God is a word used to describe what is really beyond human compre-

hension. And different people will use the word ñGodò to describe entirely different concepts. Some peo-

ple may believe in an all-controlling God, while others believe in a God of limited powers and others 

think of God as a force for goodness and creativity in the universe. And the concept a person has of God 

may be fluid. It may change throughout a personôs life and there are times when a person may have se-

rious doubts about Godôs existence. 
 

I think what is important about Mother Teresaôs life is that even when she felt God had abandoned her, 

Mother Teresa never stopped doing what she felt God had called upon her to do - to serve the poor, the 

desperately diseased and the dying. Such perseverance is the essence of true faith. True faith comes 

from a place in the soul that keeps you doing what you must do, even as every fiber of your being ques-

tions Godôs existence. 
 

We demonstrate our belief in God not by our thoughts, but by our actions. We demonstrate a belief in 

God by acting in a Godly manner. Our heritage and our liturgy attribute many characteristics to God. 

We say that God is compassionate, helps the poor, comforts the sick and the bereaved. We demonstrate 

a belief in God by performing acts of a Godly nature - by serving as Godôs agents, by demonstrating 

those characteristics we attribute to God - by being compassionate, by comforting the ill and the be-

reaved, by helping the poor, by loving the stranger. 
 

We should believe in God, but we shouldnôt depend on God to make this a better world. We should act 

as Godôs agents in repairing the world - by engaging in tikkun olam. 

Although all the pain and suffering caused Mother Teresa to have doubts about Godôs existence, she 

continued to act in a Godly manner. She continued doing Godôs work. She continued ministering to the 

suffering masses of Calcutta, India. She was a much better role model than someone who professes a 

strong belief in God, but is so self-absorbed that she is only concerned about saving her own soul and 

about her own needs that she is uninterested in the welfare of her fellow human beings. A belief in God 

requires a concern for the welfare of others. 
 

The pious head of a yeshiva in Israel was once asked if he believed 100 percent of the time. He answered, 

ñI probably believe 85 percent, and I go the other 15 percent on momentum.ò Mother Theresa had her 

doubts, as most of us sometimes do, but she acted in a Godly manner by showing loving kindness to her 

fellow human beings.
