FROM THE RABBI

This year, Yom Hashoa, Holocaust Remembrance Day, occurs on Friday, May 2.
There are some critics who claim that World War Il ended in 1945, and that we should
move on and stop placing so much emphasis on a series of events which occurred
before most people alive in the United States today were born.

These critics are wrong.

We must never forget the Holocaust. We must always remember those who perished
in Europe under Nazi rule.

The world - not only Jews - must remember the Holocaust to remind us that civilized
behavior hangs on a very thin thread. History teaches us that, under certain condi-
tions, seemingly ordinary human beings are capable of engaging in horrendous acts
of cruelty toward other human beings. As Hannah Arendt pointed out in her book,
AEi chmann in Jerusal em: A Report on the B
and murder of six million Jews under the direction of the Nazi leadership during the
Holocaust required the cooperation of many seemingly ordinary people - cultured peo-
ple, people who were good to their children and good to their husbands and wives.
Some of these people were vicious anti-Semitic monsters, but many were people
who, out of fear or indifference, were just willing to look the other way and go about
their business.

The lesson from the Holocaust for all humanity is that racial, religious and ethnic ha-
tred and stereotyping - and indifference to this hatred and stereotyping - can result in
horrific acts of cruelty. We honor the memory of those who perished in the Holocaust
by insuring that it never happens again - by insuring that no religious, ethnic or racial
group is persecuted.

Martin Niemoller was a German Protestant minister who was imprisoned and sent to a
concentration camp by the Nazis, but survived. After World War II, he made the fol-
