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The Succah and the Huppah 

We live in the world; most of us live in houses and apartment buildings, near busy streets.  But 

there are two temporary structures that we build in our lifetimes.  One is the succah, the desert booth.  The 

other is the huppah, the wedding canopy. 

Every year, the succah reminds us that we had no permanent place, no land where we could sow and 

expect to reap at the end of a long growing season.  It reminds us that once we were wanderers in the     

wilderness, and we longed for a home.  We talk about how easily the succah collapses. It has firm walls so 

that we can almost pretend that it is real, but 

we lay tree branches across the roof for thatch, 

tie paper birds and gourds from the rafters, 

and count the stars through the leaves. 

The huppah is different.  Who could  

mistake it for a real house?  Its walls are    

nonexistent.  The roof is flimsy.  Wind can blow 

through the huppah.  The rain is welcome.  The 

couple who stand un- der its shelter must leave 

it to look up and see the stars. 

But it is the huppah that we take for 

our home when we are promising each other    

everything.  It is raised, for most of us, once 

in a lifetime.  It is not permanent.  But it is the 

promise of home.  Its openness pledges that 

there will be no se- crets.  Friends and family 

stand at the corners, weighing the fragile struc-

ture down.  The roof is often a tallit so that the 

bride and groom are covered by holiness and 

the  memory  o f        commandments. 

The huppah does not promise that love or hope or pledges will keep out weather or catastrophe.  But 

its few lines are a sketch of what might be. 

The man and the woman have left the desert of their loneliness.  They have come from far away to 

be together.  The flimsiness of the huppah reminds them that the only thing that is real about a home is the 

people in it who love and choose to be together, to be a family.  The only anchor that they will have will be 

holding onto each otherõs hands. 

The huppah is the house of promises.  It is the home of hope.
