But we have two 

choices. We can allow ourselves to be buried by the dirt 

that fate shovels on us or we can take a step up and move 

on with our lives as best we can. 

 

Wishing that 

life was still like it used to be wonõt help us deal with our 

current situation. 

 

There is only one constructive way to deal with the cur-

rent situation.
